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c. No update from the Communications Committee
d. No update from the Polling Committee
e. No update from the Academic Affairs Committee
- There was discussion about the Academic Affairs Committee taking up the issue of there not being a meeting where 2Ls this year could explain their preference for clinics as opposed to just submitting a forum. There was a event last year where the then-2Ls explained their preferences in much more detail. Jillian will talk to committee co-chairs Ilana and Orlando about this issue
f. No update from the CUNITY Committee
- Charles said that CUNITY Committee could apply for funds after the 1L LSA members are seated and begin to plan for the end of the year party. Last years end of year party cost $1948.

VI. Nominations/Election
a. Admissions Committee- There are 2 open student seats to be filled. Alex Franco, Suha Dabbouseh, and Chris Paddock (2L student) were nominated.
Melinda moved to table the vote until the next meeting
Motion to table was adopted with a vote of 7 ayes and 4 nos
b. Building Committee- 3 members per class
The 2L and 3L seats were filled last Spring. We still need to nominate and fill the 1L seats, which will occur after the 1Ls are seated in SG. 
c. Curriculum Committee- Unlimited student availability. Becca discussed the committee and explained that the work is mainly done on the subcommittee level. 
- The Civil Process subcommittee has worked to get rid of the Civil Process class for the 1Ls, but are still working out how to meet up the credit, considering possibilities such as adding a credit to Civil Procedure and offering that in the Fall instead of the Spring. The subcommittee meets 9 to 10 on Tuesdays and will be meeting this week. The nominee for this subcommittee is Melinda Cooperman
- The Professional Responsibility subcommittee- works on the issue of professional responsibility and is considering ideas such as adding a professional responsibility unit to lawyering. The nominees for this subcommittee are Moira Meltzer-Cohen, Joe Ramagli, and Alex Franco
- The Clinical Offerings subcommittee- considering ideas such as an all-encompassing clinic, and adding a battered Women's right clinic or family law clinic. Nominees for this committee are Jillian Sebastian, Becca Olson, and Moira Meltzer-Cohen.
d. Faculty Committee- 1 from each class. This committee meets once a month, usually on a Wednesday
from 3-5. The members should take notes because a lot is revealed at these meetings. Suha, current on the faculty committee, was nominated for the 3L class. Melinda, also currently on the committee, was also nominated. Both Melinda Cooperman and Suha Dabbouseh were elected unanimously. The 1L seat will be filled after the 1L SG reps are seated.

j. Becca moved to appoint Jess levy to the curriculum committee. Appointment was adopted by a vote of 12 aye votes. 

VII. Issue of administration and faculty scheduling things during SIT Time
- SIT Time is supposed to be “Student Initiated Time”, but the administration says the handbook allows faculty/administration to schedule events during that time. 
- The handbook needs to be amended to change policy.
- Suha recommended that we pass a resolution to condemn the use of SIT time by the faculty
